· [bookmark: _Hlk190520151]During the recent winter storm from February 1st to 7th, the California Office of Emergency Services, in collaboration with the El Dorado County Operational Area (XED), pre-positioned fire and rescue resources to manage flooding and increased call volumes.

The Cameron Park Fire Department, in partnership with CAL FIRE AEU, staffed and deployed its Type III Swiftwater & Flood Rescue Team, consisting of five technicians and a team leader, staged at Station 89 in Cameron Park. This team provides critical rescue and emergency response services to the community, county, and state.

· Last week, the region experienced another winter storm that brought significant precipitation. Cameron Park saw isolated flooding in creeks, roadways, and drainage areas, prompting an evacuation alert for neighborhoods near Deer Creek due to rising water levels.

This event created a high demand for sandbags in the community. In response, CAL FIRE's Ponderosa Fire Center deployed personnel to Station 89 to assist residents with filling and loading sandbags. This effort highlights the importance of partnerships, collaboration, and teamwork within El Dorado County's fire services.
